Linn County Code Enforcement worked with Lebanon Code
Enforcement, Lebanon Building Official, Sheriff's Department, and the
LINE police drug enforcement team on an illegal marijuana grow.

A meeting was held with the IT Department to discuss the possibility of
digitalizing the citation form for use in the field with a portable printer.
Currently, Code Enforcement is using the paper citation forms once
used by the Linn County Sheriff’'s Department and have to prepare
them ahead of time and sometimes throw them away if not used. It
was determined it would not be feasible for IT to develop such a
process at this time. Code Enforcement will research what other
counties are doing for in-field citations.

Most cases were extended to the next court date in March, some due
to progress on their compliance agreements and others to allow more
time to complete a task. In one case, the results of a soils test to
determine if someone can convert part of a shop into a dwelling in an
Exclusive Farm Use zone needs to be reviewed and certified by the
Oregon Department of Land Conservation and Development before
accepted by Planning & Building. One case was dismissed after the
occupant finally removed a large amount of cut trees out of the public
right-of-way in the Mill City area.
